Use   “-s”  form of the verb with HE/SHE/IT
       Eg;  I work   -  He works  -  John works
              I play  -  She plays  -  Mary plays

Spelling
Add  “s” to the infinitive  [eg;   work + s = works/write+s =writes, ]
add “es”  after – s, -ch, - sh, -x [eg;  pass+es = passes/watch+es = watches/brush+es = brushes/mix+es = mixes]
add  - es after o  [eg;   go+es = goes/do+es+does]
change  -y to  -I before adding  -es [eg; study  - studies – “y” is dropped]
-y does not change to –I of the verb ending is – ay, ey, oy,uy [eg; stay – stays/ obey – obeys/ enjoy – enjoys/ buy - buys]
